Report of the Activity of the Helsinki City Museum in 1973

The exhibitions in the main section, Villa Hakasalmi, were closed to the public until August, when
the repairs and restoration inside the building, including the installation of new lighting fixtures,
were completed. It was possible to renew the basic exhibition at the same time as the repairs.
The goal was to illustrate the theme of the exhibition - the developement of Helsinki into a large
up-to-date city - through modern visual means. The exhibition »Helsinki - what were you like?»
was given a positive reception by the audience.

The new premises of the photography archives at Fabianinkatu 9-11 were taken over at the
beginning of the year. The separation of the photography archives from the Main Section has meant
more effective service and also privided the opportunity of arranging the photography collection,
which has grown more and more rapidly in recent times, more systematically. Larger premises
were necessary since there has been a considerable increase in visits by researchers and clients.
More of the authentic material in the archive collection was used in research, scientific programmes
and teaching. Thus, in the year under review the archives offered material and aid in the preparation
of, for instance, important films depicting social changes in Helsinki and throughout the whole
country.

In chosing the exhibitions, attention was again paid to young visitors to the museum. In coopera-
tion with the Children’s and Young People’s Film Society, the museum arranged a week of
internationally significant Belgian animated films for children and adults during the Helsinki
Festival. In addition, entertainment for children was arranged on Sundays during September.

In spite of the renewed basic exhibition, the City is not able, in its present premises, to show
Helsinki's 'development and the changes experienced by its people and society on the scale the
theme requires or to the extent that the collections obtained by the Museum so far would actually
permit. In services for Helsinki people and tourists the goal has long been the construction of

modern premises in the vicinity of the Main Section. This would free the Villa Hakasalmi for use
as a museum of home interiors.
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The museum Board

During the year under review the Museum Board included the following members: Anni Voipjo. .

Mats Kockberg, Bengt von Bonsdorff, Raimo Kilpinen and Kai Linnild. Usko Ruuskanen represen-
ted the City Board.

The chairman, chosen by the City Council, was Mrs Anni Voipio. Bengt von Bonsdorff served as
vice chairman and was chosen by the Board. Jarno Peitonen served as secretary, acting in his

official capacity. The Board met 10 times during the year under review and 189 entries were
recorded in the minutes.

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The objects were received in 413 batches, over haif of them as donations.

Callections Outside personnel, in addition to the museum’s own staff, were used for
conservation. Special attention is still paid to the care of, for instance textiles, works of art and
various kinds of drawings, though the collections are conserved in the order in which this is most
urgently needed. '

The periodicals clipping archives at Tuomarinkyld Museum contained 87 351 numbered and
and indexed clippings at the end of the year under review. In addition, the clipping collection
of the Helsinki City Office was also indexed.

Picture archives. 4427 negatives in the picture archives were numbered, 689 pictures were
listed in the street hame register, and 544 in the subject register. The picture archives supplied
1221 photo prints to clients on order. Publication royalties were paid for 94 pictures. Taimi
Montell was responsible for the work and services of the picture archives.

Central cataloguing for local museums. The Museum continued the inventory for a central
catalogue of local museums in the province of Uusimaa begun in 1972 on the 3000 mark grant
given by the Finnish Museums Association. | nventory work continued in the Helsinki Parish Local
History Museum in Vantaa.

Photography. Photographing) the city has been of central importance. Emphasis was placed
on buildings undergoing change. Photographs were taken by various photographers and the staff
throughout the whole city area. Photography of the city also included the daily life and festivities
of Helsinki people. The most important items in the/cclbvllection were also photographed. Most of
the photography programme was carried out by Kari Hakli and Patrick Oras

Research and publications.

Urban ethnological studies. Research again concentrated on Vaasankatu, a studybegun in
1973 on 39 family units and 21 businesses. The study again comprised an a extensive interview

on housing and ways of life, and inventories of interior decorations and furnishing using both

dimension drawings and photographs. In addition, elderly Helsinki dock workers were interviewed.

Architectural history survey.  An architectural history survey of the property owned by the
City of Helsinki in the old section of town was begun. The dimension drawings of the sections of
buildings north of the City Hall continued.

Exhibitions

Basic exhibitions. The basic exhibitions at both sections were open daily from 12-16, on
Thursdays from 12-20 and closed on Saturdays. The entrance fees were 1 mk for adults and 50
pennies for children, pensioners, conscripts and members of groups. Entrance remained free on
Thursdays. No entrance fee was charged for school field trips, students and researchers.

»Helsinki - what were you like?», the renewed basic exhibitions at the Main Branch, Villa Hakasalmi,
was opened to the public on 11.9.
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Special exhibitions. During the year under review the following special exhibitions were
arranged:

The exhibitions described the development of the Market Square and its importance and
life at the turn of the century in Helsinki through photos and objects.

The exhibition displayd nearly 70 post cards of Helsinki from the turn of the cemtury.
The sights on the cards were photographed again in 1973. (The exhibition, which was on
display in the Jugend Room in 1973, was now a circulating exhibition at the Herttoniemi
branch library and the Swedish-language workers’ institute)

{n addition, there were 3 press conferences and 2 openings.

Guided tours for the public were held in both sections on Thursday at 18.30 (in Finnish} and on
Sundays at 14.00 (in Finnish) and at 15,00 (in Swedish). Other groups were guided - school
children were among the most frequent.

A total of 31,494 people visited the basic and special exhibitions of the City Museum. 7,707
visited the main section, which was open as of 30.8., and 8,809 the branch section, Tuomarinkyla
Museum. 140 group tours for a total of 3,668 people were made. The majority were pupils at
elementary schools and secondary schools. Play school pupils and pensioners were the largest
group at the Tuomarinkyld Museum. Sunday was the busiest day at the main section (30 % of the
visitors attended on Sunday) and at the branch section. The Museum's basic exhibitions were
closed on Saturdays, as in the past.
